Nominations Due February 1 for April’s Board of Directors Election

f you want to be on the

AFPAAA Board of Directors

election ballot in April, you

must get in your request by Feb-
ruary 1.

Any full member of AFPAAA in
good standing can run for one of the
six open seats in the election. Success-
ful candidates will serve a two-year
term on the Board beginning July1.

A member who wants to be a candi-
date for the Board should make that
known by February 1 to the nominat-
ing committee lead by Perry Nouis by
submitting a nomination packet to him
at perry.nouis@gmail.com.

The committee will screen the pack-
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ets received for suitable candidates
to be placed on the ballot.

Packets should include a short
resume/biography that would en-
courage members to vote for them.
It should briefly state their qualifica-
tions; how they have supported
AFPAAA, and why they want to be
on Board of Directors.

Raimondi is responsible for pro-
ducing high-quality staff and ma-
jor command video productions.
He works independently with sen-
ior level officials in determining
communications goals, target audi-
ences, and distribution methods
for audiovisual productions.

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REBELS TO REELS: A
biography of Combat
Cameraman Daniel A.
McGovern USAF

new book about
combat cameraman
Dan McGovern is a
great read! Its au-
thor, Joseph McCabe, the author
of Rebels to Reels — A biography

of Combat Cameraman Daniel A.

McGovern USAF. writes “On 9th
September 1945 a cameraman of
the United States Army Air Forc-
es entered the devastated city of
Nagasaki in Japan with a group
of high-profile American press

correspondents. He was among
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the very first Americans into Ja-
pan following the dropping of
the atomic bombs, which finally
ended World War Two. Lt. Dan-
iel A. McGovern, all of six feet
five inches tall, found himself
amid the cataclysmic scene of
death and destruction one month
to the day after the second of the
atomic bombs, Fat Man, had
been dropped on the city.”

“Big Mack,” as he was better
known to his Air Force col-
leagues, would film there and in
Hiroshima and all over a defeat-
ed Japan for nine months.

The many reels of unedited
footage he captured and that was
shot later by other USAAF cam-
eramen under his command now
reside in the National Archives.
Also, in the vaults of those ar-
chives is a completed and often
harrowing atomic aftermath doc-
umentary film directed by
McGovern. It has English narra-
tion throughout but was shot
entirely by Japanese cameramen
both before and after the capitu-
lation of the Empire of Japan.

“These color and black and
white films, filmed almost eighty
years ago, along with many of
McGovern’s still photographs
from the time, represent the de-
finitive aftermath film and pho-
tographic record we have today
of the only time in history atomic
weapons have been used in an-

ger,” wrote McCabe.

The book is a three-part, 450-
page, highly-researched work
which contains over 130 striking
images.

The biography includes the com-
plete story of how those remarka-
ble motion picturesand photo-
graphs were captured throughout
Japan by McGovern and his team
immediately after hostilities end-
ed. The book also reveals how the
U.S. government suppressed those
films for decades, fearful of public
revulsion. The book also details
the story of McGovern’s tireless
efforts to safeguard the films “for
posterity” in the hope that some-
day they would be seen by people
the world over.

Referencing new documentation
only unearthed during research for
this book, Rebels to Reels also now
tells the full story of how that foot-
age was eventually declassified.

Rebels to Reels also includes Dan
McGovern'’s reflections after film-
ing Project Blossom V2 rocket test
flights with former Nazi scientist
Werner Von Braun.

As the Cold War began to inten-
sify, McGovern became an integral
member of the camera teams,
which filmed the atomic tests at
the Nevada Test Site and also on
Bikini and Eniwetok atolls. He
filmed test detonations during
Operations Plumb Bob and

Hardtack—footage which is also

now in the National Archives.

“McGovern was based at the
Top Secret Lookout Mountain fa-
cility in Hollywood at the time,”
the Rebels to Reels author point-
ed out. “His insights into that fa-
cility and also how he filmed
those atomic tests in Nevada and
in the Pacific are quite revealing
as are his opinions of some of the
practices adopted for those tests,
he added.

Earlier in his career and shortly
after the outbreak of World War
II, McGovern was photographer/

cameraman to President Franklin
Delano Roosevelt.

In late 1942, with the rapidly
expanding U.S. Army Air Forces
starting to deploy to war theaters
all over the world, McGovern set
up the USAAF combat camera
training school in Hollywood, Ca-
lif., and led the training of the
very first batch of cameramen to
deploy overseas. Rebels to Reels
tells the full story of how this
transpired and also contains fasci-
nating insights into how McGov-
ern rubbed shoulders with Holly-
wood’s A-List actors, directors,
and technical experts as they com-
bined their talents for the United
States” war effort. These included
actors Clark Gable and Ronald
Reagan who served during the

war in the USAAF.

Rebels to Reels also tells the
story of McGovern’'s exploits as a
combat cameraman in the 8th Air
Force in Europe during 1943
where he filmed combat footage
for Hollywood director William
Wyler’s acclaimed documen-
tary “The Memphis Belle — A
Story of a Flying Fortress.”

During the war, Big Mack flew
numerous sorties on B-17 bomb-
ers over Nazi- occupied Europe
filming airmen at work.

After the war, but before film-
ing America’s atomic test deto-
nations, McGovern was even in-
volved in the famous 1947 “Ros-
well incident “where a supposed
alien spacecraft crashed in New
Mexico. The book reveals how,
decades later, McGovern’s film-
ing expertise was called upon
when a controversial film sur-
faced that was claimed to be
footage of an autopsy on one of
the Roswell crash aliens.

As a boy, McGovern had been
no stranger to war and conflict.
He was not a native of the Unit-
ed States — but of Ireland. As the
son of a policeman, he witnessed
the Irish War of Independence
unfold between the British
Crown forces and the rebels of
the Irish Republican Army —

hence the title reference to rebels.

Dan also witnessed the founda-
tion of the Irish Free State in 1922.
It was shortly afterwards that the
McGovern family emigrated to the
United States where Big Mack
would later pursue his remarkable
career path.

“Another thread running
through this biography is the evo-
lution, as McGovern saw it, of the
Army Air Corps into the U.S. Air
Force and his part in that,” author
McCabe said.

Author McCabe has worked in
the media for 30 years. He is a na-
tive of Carrickmacross, County
Monaghan, Ireland, which was
also the hometown of McGovern.
As ajournalist he has contributed
to national, international and local
publications as well as to the
broadcast and online media.

Jr., Scholarship Program
from March 1 to May 31, 2023. Any
enlisted, officer, or civilian Air Force
member, whether active, guard, or
reserve, working in one of the special-
ties of the Public Affairs career field —
Band, Broadcasting, Visual Infor-
mation/Combat Camera and Public
Affairs—is eligible for a Dalton Schol-
arship.

The first career PA officer to be pro-
moted to brigadier general and head
SAF/PA, Dalton worked tirelessly
throughout both his military and civil-
ian careers to promote the advance-
ment of the Public Affairs profession.

Dalton was well known for his com-

mitment to mentoring and encourag-

ing the professional development of
PA personnel. He strongly promoted
the value to PAs of taking advantage
of the educational opportunities
offered by programs like Education
With Industry, the Air Force Insti-
tute of Technology and the Air Force
Short Course in Communication. He
also advocated PAs achieving pro-
fessional accreditation from organi-
zations like the Public Relations So-
ciety of America (PRSA).

This is the second year of the pro-
gram and we will offer recipients up
to $1,000 to fund not just college
courses but also seminars, work-
shops, music lessons and courses
provided by professional organiza-
tions (e.g., PRSA) specifically aimed
at enhancing skills related to the PA
field. Selected recipients can apply

for additional scholarships in succes-
sive years if they have successfully
completed their previous course work.

Up to five $1,000 scholarships can be
awarded each year. More scholarships
may be awarded in a year depending
on the funds required to meet the cost
of approved applicants’ training and
education. Payment will be made to
the scholarship recipients upon suc-
cessfully completion of the approved
coursework.
